These	two	resources	are	updating	consistently	and	have	accurate	information	on	the	impact	of	the	virus	and	
the	current	response	throughout	the	state.	As	this	is	a	rapidly	evolving	situation,	we	do	not	yet	have	a	clear	
picture	of	the	extent	to	which	this	may	impact	our	summer	program.	We	are	currently	establishing,	and	
updating,	policies	and	procedures	involving	possible	health	screenings	while	getting	on	our	buses,	parent	pick	
up	and	drop	off,	morning	and	afternoon	flag	(assembly),	and	hand	washing	/	sanitation	stations	throughout	
camp.		

We	are	aware	of	some	school	cancellations	and	that	many	schools	have	been	preparing	for	the	possibility	of	
closing	for	extended	periods.	Each	district	has	a	plan	of	how	school	closings	may	impact	the	current	school	
calendar.	We	will	continue	to	monitor	these	developments	and	communicate	with	our	camp	families	if	these	
plans	impact	our	summer	camp	calendar.	You	can	view	our	current	cancellation	policies	in	the	attachments	
that	were	sent	with	your	confirmation	email	or	at	this	link:	Parent	Agreement.	We	will	continue	to	update	our	
policies	as	needed,	resulting	from	possible	disruptions	in	our	camp	schedule.
